WHEREAS, the County has adopted regulations with respect to the Basic Service Tier and associ ated equi prent that are consi stent
with the regul ati ons prescribed by the Comm ssion; and

WHEREAS, TClI Cable (hereafter the "Operator") has filed with the County its FCC Form 1205 Regul at ed Equi pnent and Installation
Costs Forns for its franchises within the County; and

WHEREAS, the County issued an order pursuant to Section 76.933(b) of the Rules and Regul ati ons of the Federal Communications
Conmi ssion, stating that it was unable to determ ne, based upon materials submitted by the Operator that the proposed rates were
within the Comrission's pernitted actual cost of equipnent and that the County was tolling the thirty-day deadline found in
Section 76.933(b) of the Commission's Rules and Regul ations for the purpose of requesting and/or considering additiona
informati on or to consider the comments frominterested parties for an additional ninety days; and

WHEREAS, the County has reviewed all relevant information including, but not linited to, the FCC Forns 1205, the Report of
County's cable tel evision consultant, The Buske Group, and other relevant witten evidence; and

WHEREAS, the County has given proper notice of this hearing pursuant to Section 76.935 of the Rules and Regul ati ons of the Federa
Conmruni cati ons Commi ssi on; and

WHEREAS, the Operator has been provided with a copy of the staff report and the consultant's reports and has been given the
opportunity to comment thereupon; and

WHEREAS, the County has now made a final decision upon the appropriateness, or |ack thereof, of the proposed rates and charges to
regul ate equi prment and installation as identified in the FCC Fornms 1205 filed by TCl for its franchises in Washoe County, now,
therefore be it

RESOLVED, by the Washoe County Board of Conmi ssioners as foll ows:

Section 1. The Washoe County Board of Comm ssioners hereby finds and deternines that the proposed rates and charges for regul ated
equi pnent and installations, as identified on the FCC Form 1205's filed by TClI are unreasonabl e because they are not in conpliance
with the applicable FCC standards and are therefore disapproved in part for the reasons, and on the grounds, as contained in the
Consultant's Reports, all of which have been placed on file with the County Clerk marked Attachnent "A," and incorporated into
this Resolution by reference, as if fully stated herein, and which Reports have been provided to TCl

Section 2. The Operator is hereby ordered to nodify the rates and charges for regul ated equi pnent and hours in each of its
franchises within the County in the manner, and pursuant to the terns, as set forth in Attachnent "B" to this resolution, which



has been placed on file with the County Clerk, sixty days fromthe effective date of this Resolution

Section 3. The Operator is hereby ordered to provide refunds to subscribers for any accounts collected after July 1, 1995, in
excess of the rates prescribed herein and provide a rei nbursement plan to the County within thirty days of the Commission's
action.

Section 4. The County Clerk is hereby directed to post a copy of this Resolution in such place or places as County Notices are

95-711 AMENDMENT - AGGREGATE SI TE MORATORI UM POLI CY - DEPARTMENT OF DEVELOPMENT REVI EW

M ke Harper, Director, Departnment of Devel opnent Review, introduced Ron Kilgore and Greg Ekins from his departnment who presented
the staff report on the Washoe County Pl anni ng Comm ssion's reconmendation to nodify the Aggregate Site Moratoriumto permt
private tenmporary sites on a case-by-case basis.

M. Kilgore reviewed the background and history of the study conducted on aggregate pits and the noratorium that has been in place
since 1991 which has been nodified to allow for the expansion of existing pits and tenporary pits for |arge public works projects.
He stated that there are now some | arge private projects approved in the southeast, nanely Doubl e Di anobnd and Danponte Ranches,

that will require large amounts of fill; and that staff and the Pl anning Comr ssion feel those projects are |arge enough to
justify a private pit.

Greg Ekins, Public Service Intern, described the "Balance of Inpacts Test" and the "Tenporary Aggregate Sites Revi ew Checklist"
staff is proposing to use in reviewi ng any tenporary pit applications they receive; presented various scenarios, as requested at



Caucus; and answered questions of the Board.

M. Harper stated that staff believes sone criteria is necessary for evaluating applications, such as |linkage to a particul ar
project, tine limts, operation type, etc.; and discussed proposed guidelines and criteria with the Board. He further noted that
applications would require a special use permit under Article 334 of the Devel opnent Code, M ning regulations, and inpacts could
be addressed in conditions of approval.

Commi ssi oner Bradhurst stated that if the effort is to keep haul trucks off public roads as well as reducing noise and air
pollution for large projects, then the noratorium should be anended and agreed that specific criteria is necessary. He al so noted
that the pit would be nested in the project and that it would go away when the project is conpleted; and that sufficient criteria
could be established to address reclanmation of the site and environnental concerns.

Kel |y Shane, Sha Neval/ Rocky Ri dge, cautioned the Board that borrow pit material is very inferior conpared to aggregate and stated
that these tenporary pernmts should be site specific only and no off-site hauling should be all owed.

Perry Di Loreto, Nevada Tri-Partners, stated that what they are requesting today is to have the opportunity to apply for a
site-specific borrow pit for the Danpbnte Ranch project; that the quality of the borrow naterial is not an issue; that if they are
allowed to do this, the haul trucks will not be driving around on public roads; and that he agrees with the criteria that has been
di scussed, except that the tinmeframe on the pernits should be tied to the project.

In response to Comnmi ssioner Sinms, Paul Ophan, Uility Division, explained how various ground water systens are interconnected and
how and why water exchanges do occur anpng them Comr ssioner Sins stated that a joint nmeeting should be held between the South
Truckee Meadows General |nprovenent District (STMA D) Board of Trustees and Local Managing Board with Utility Division staff to
expl ain how the ground water systens are interconnected, how dependent they are on each other, and to discuss the benefits that
woul d accrue to all the water systens and water users.

Chai rman Shaw advi sed that the Board received a letter from John Madol e, Associ ated General Contractors, who was concerned about
the water that is necessary for dust control on construction projects. M. Roundtree explained that construction projects required
to get permts for dust control would be exenpt and noted that the source is different for water used for dust control

Conmmi ssi oner Mouliot requested that the resolution be anended to clarify that. Brian Jennison, Health Departnment, stated that they
did not want any | anguage in the resolution indicating that permtted water usage for dust control is wasteful

Commi ssi oner Bond asked if the County would be flexible and grant variances under certain hardship circunstances. M. Roundtree
stated that sonething could be worked out.

Commi ssi oner Bradhurst suggested anmended | anguage to address the construction dust control issue. Legal Counsel Madel yn Shi pman
stated the anendnent was acceptabl e.

Commi ssi oner Bradhurst then expressed concern that it has taken so long for this resolution to cone before the Board noting that
on June 19, 1995, the Board, sitting as the Regional Water Pl anning and Advi sory Board, requested the Cities of Reno and Sparks to
do this as soon as possible, which they did; and that since the County did not act as quickly, a letter of apology should be sent
to the two cities.

WHEREAS, certain of Sierra Pacific's high production groundwater wells, which wells are normally used to neet peak user demands,
have been taken out of production as a result of PCE contanination; and

WHEREAS, because Sierra Pacific's water supply is reduced due to groundwater contam nation and its surface water treatnent

af fected by thunderstorm activity and because the Washoe County District Health Departnment has advised that the use of unfiltered
wat er supplies be minimzed for reasons of public health, the water supply is restricted and a water scarcity is likely to exist
on days of peak demand; and

WHEREAS, because the occurrence of peak demand days is unpredictable and depends | argely on weather conditions, water restrictions
nmust be i nposed evenly throughout the outdoor |awn watering season; and

WHEREAS, the Regi onal Water Board did endorse the concept of twice per week watering as a sound conservation neasure, to nmintain
mnimumin-streamflows in the Truckee River and to assure an adequate supply of water for both present and future regi onal needs;
and

WHEREAS, there are many residents of the unincorporated area of the County who receive their water from Sierra Pacific; and

WHEREAS, after six years of drought conditions, it is necessary to allow for as much natural recharging of the ground water as
possi bl e for present and future use by County-operated and conmunity wells;

NOW THEREFORE, | T IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Board of County Conmi ssioners of Washoe County that enmergency water scarcity
conditions are likely to exist throughout the Truckee Meadows region, particularly on days of peak demand and when there exists
heavy thunderstormactivity, and that water restrictions shall be adopted and effective as to all community water system users
Wi thin the unincorporated area of Washoe County except the Tahoe Basi n.

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED that citizens of the unincorporated area receiving water service froma general inprovenent district and
fromdomestic wells are urged to voluntarily restrict water use in accordance with the provisions of this Resolution

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED t hat absent a variance, outdoor irrigation using water from Sierra Pacific or other public water system
shall adhere to the follow ng schedul e:

1. Lawn watering two days per week.

(a) Residences with even addresses -- Wednesday and Saturday;
(b) Residences with odd addresses -- Thursday and Sunday; and
(c) Commercial custoners -- Tuesday and Fri day.

2. Lawn watering is prohibited between the hours of 1:00 p.m and 7:00 p.m
