Brian Jenni son, Director, Air Quality Managenent Division, District Health Departnent, referred to the naterial provided to the
Board relative to the effectiveness of the program as handl ed by the Departnment of Mtor Vehicles and advi sed that approximtely
3,000 courtesy letters were sent in the first year of the program with 421 people responding to the satisfaction of the DW that
their vehicle was either not snoking or had been repaired; that this is the conpliance level trying to be achi eved through
advertising; and that the 56 cases opened by DW enpl oyees represented the nunmber of vehicles that received nore than two calls
and then snmoke was confirmed by DW staff.

Conmmi ssioner Galloway stated that he is not confortable with the funds allocated for pronotional itens in the 1998 canpaign

noting that there is nothing to support how effective those itens are; and that he does not believe the itens are very effective
and thinks those funds could nore effectively be applied to billboards or radio advertisenent. M. Jenni son comented that during
medi a events such as the Clean Air Fair these items are handed out and the item and the nessage are received enthusiastically; and
that all of the pronotional itens are designed to be carried in a vehicle and reinforce the program

Johanna McClain, Media Directions, advised that four |ocal radio stations are not willing to participate with the schedul e
interview, or any of the kick-off canpaigns, which is why they were elimnated froml|ast year and this year's recomendati on; and
that one of the things they will be able to do this year with nore noney available is to add sone talk formats with other stations
that will reach a broader denographic target.

Tracy Douglas, Air Quality Managenent Division, stated that the pronotional itens were witten into the grant and the DW was
pl eased with those nunbers; that the pronotional itenms go over very well at events and they ran out |ast year; and that people
will not come to their booths at events if they do not have sonmething to give them

Conmmi ssi oner Galloway stated that he questions the necessity of even being at these events and asked if the amount for pronotiona
items could be reduced.

M. Jenni son responded that he does not believe there would be any problemin transferring the pronotional itenms budget to nedia
pl acement and he would only need to advise the DW that this was the will of the Board; but that staff believes those itens have
val ue and reinforce the concept.

Commi ssi oner Shaw stated that he likes the pronotional itenms and thinks they are an excellent way of getting the nmessage to the
publi c.

Conmmi ssi oner Mouli ot commented that he al so does not think the pronotional itens are effective, and noted that the Nevada H ghway
Patrol still cites for snmog; and that he thinks the programis very costly for the small nunmber of cars that are stopped from
snmoki ng.

for their assistance in this matter. She advised that, pursuant to an inquiry made at caucus yesterday by Conmi ssioner Gall oway
regarding the County's ability to review the acquisition should that becone necessary, M. Trainor and his Counsel, who are
present today, have agreed to change the tinme frame from 3 days to 15 working days for review of that acquisition

Chai rman Bond comrented that this is a wonderful and nuch needed project and expressed her appreciation to M. Trainor for his
willingness to work with the County on this venture. Conm ssioner Canp stated that the savings of $1 million is very nuch
appreci ated. Conmm ssioner Galloway noted that the cost of the project reflects a donation on the part of M. Trainor and advised
that he has had sone tough questions fromhis constituents, one relating to the acquisition cost for the land and buil ding. He
stated that he contacted Col dwell Banker Conmercial and received confirmation that this property listed in Decenber, 1997 for
$2.25 million; and that the $1.9 million cost for the land and building is well below the appraisal done by an MAI for $2.3
mllion.

of the building; that there is a very | ow cost of borrowing for the project because very little noney has to borrowed, and this
has been factored in; that there will be excess noney available fromWC1 for many other projects that were conmitted to be funded
fromthat; and that the County never owned the land for the original site so it has never appeared as an asset.

Nancy Cumm ngs, Library Director, advised that the donor agreenment contained a reverter clause that if within a certain period of
time the land is not used for a library it will be reverted back to Sierra Pacific Power Conpany; and that informal discussions
have been held with representatives from Sierra Pacific with the hope that an alternative can be found that would be in the best
interest of the residents around the Las Brisas property and in the best interest of the County and the Library.

He further advised that, pursuant to questions asked by the Board at
yesterday's caucus, staff believes that the maintenance that woul d be necessary would be linmited basically to vegetation, which
they think could be handl ed by either the Roads mai ntenance crew or an inmate |abor crew, and that annual naintenance could be
provided for approxi mately $500. Chairman Bond noted that Section D and J of the map were not included for mtigation or fencing
and M. Roundtree advised that some of the properties along those sections have fences and sone do not and if the Board is
interested in fencing those properties, they could be included in the estimte.

Chai rman Bond advi sed that the Board received a letter fromHarry and Betsy Parsons stating that they felt they were not being
worked with as were the other property owners in terns of fencing or other concerns; and that a |letter was recei ved from Robert

Pi ckup regarding the legal issue of who actually owns those easenents and is fiscally responsible for any kind of insurance
clainms. Comm ssioner Galloway referred to the letter received from M. Hamilton that raises several points and takes exception
that all owi ng wal king on the path could be considered a conpatible use, and that to fence without the consent of a property owner
woul d not be permissible. Upon inquiry, M. Roundtree advised that, if a particular property owner does not want a fence, that
should not interfere with getting the job done; and that they would Iike to be able to work with each property owner to facilitate
t he opening of the easenment with the | east amount of inpact. M. Roundtree responded to further questions of the Board.

Legal Counsel Shiprman advised that the County owns the interest in the land called the easenment and has the right to authorize the
use of the easenent for which it was originally granted, being a bridle path in this instance; that the District Attorney's
opinion is that conpatible or |esser uses are allowed within the easenent area, noting that any use woul d be non-vehicul ar; and
that there is an underlying fee interest which has some value but is subject and burdened by the easemnent.

Denni s Rapp, Bridle Way resident, stated that they do not have a fence behind their house and do not know why there were not asked
about it; and that he does not want people walking into their yard and would like to have it fenced, and knows of several other
peopl e that feel this way.

David Hami | ton, Juniper Hills Subdivision resident, stated that a bridle path is the only authorized use of those easenents and
referred to the supporting court case set forth in his letter; that the Board wants to increase the use of the easenment and all ow
wal kers, joggers, and hikers, and it is his contention that the path is limted to equestrian uses only; that the County is trying
to increase the burden on only part of the lands by allowing only 6 feet to be open, which neans the adjoining property owner does
not have to bare any of the burden, which he does not believe the County has the right to do.



Bob Ruf, Palonmino Circle resident, expressed concern regarding the short section of the bridle path that goes over the hill and
will require that a nunmber of juniper trees be destroyed, and stated that he feels that would be a m sdirected expenditure of
funds for that short distance over the nost difficult terrain in the entire subdivision. He further stated that, as a professiona
| andscape contractor, he is concerned about inmates clearing and pruning, etc. and would strongly object to having sonebody cone
onto his property that is not qualified to do that work and start hacking on his personal property, whether it be the easenent or
not .

Bill Welch, Bridle Way resident, advised that he checked with his attorney and insurance underwriter and both have assured him
that the additional liability of having a bridle path is mnuscule and negligible conpared to the liability as homeowners; and
that there would be no difference in his honeowners premi umregardl ess of whether the bridle path exists or not. He noted that the
deci sion nade at the tinme those honmes were purchased was to have a bridle path that is the full 30-foot wi dth.

Len Crocker, Palonino Circle resident, stated that he does not have any particular problemwi th the bridle path, but wants to
bring to the Board's attention that the County crews placed a culvert on their property and he was never contacted about that
project. He further stated that they knew that the bridle path existed when they purchased their honme but no attenpt has been nade
to explain what the County intends to do with the system and that the comruni cati on has been sorely | acking between the property
owners and the County.

Conmmi ssi oner Gall oway explained that it was brought to the Board's attention that not everyone wanted a bridle path system and the
segnments represented by the display map presented today show the areas where property owners expressed an interest in having the
system and that the Board's previous action was to determ ne what woul d need to be done to satisfy the owners that wanted the
pat h. Chai rman Bond added that the Board's decision on how nuch of the path will be cleared depends on the feedback from staff
when they start working with the individual property owners that are inpacted, and present accurate costs for the work.

M. Roundtree advised that staff would want to limt the renoval of any vegetation to the extent possible and the area over the
hill referred to has a nunber of very nice juniper trees and other native vegetation which he does not believe would need to be
renmoved provided there is adequate width and the path does not have be confined to a strict corridor which would all ow horses to
meander through those trees and brush.

Fol l owi ng further discussion, on notion by Commi ssioner Gall oway, seconded by Conmmi ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried,

Chai rman Bond ordered that staff be directed to contact the owners of property depicted on the display map, copy of which was
placed on file with the Clerk, along the green path, segnment AB, and the orange path regardi ng whether they want a gate or fence,
and, further, that they present refined cost figures to the Board.

Laura McMahon, Registrar of Voters, advised that, pursuant to the Board's request at yesterday's caucus, she has provided current
popul ati on estinmates for each comn ssioner district. She advised that comm ssioner districts are established based on popul ati on
and are created to be as equal in population as possible; that, historically, conm ssioner districts have been nodified each
decade using current census data, but Washoe County has been facing rapid growmh and the need has arisen to possibly | ook at nore
frequent changes; and that the Attorney General's office has issued an opinion that the Board may use estimtes of population as a
basis for nodifying comr ssioner districts. She presented alternatives for the Board's consideration, being (1) Continue with the
current historical pattern of naking decisions every ten years based on actual census data, (2) Pursue redistricting now, noting
that this could create sone hardshi ps for candi dates who currently may be preparing canpaigns to run for comm ssioner districts
and could also create a burden on the Board and staff, and (3) Develop a policy to | ook at population estimtes by district nore
frequently, possibly every two years, scheduled so that it is viewed and decisions are nade far in advance of an election. M.
McMahon stated that alternative No. 3 would be the recomendati on of staff and suggested that work coul d possibly begin in January
foll owi ng each general election so that in every odd nunber year over a series of five or six nonths the nodels could be | ooked at
by the conmmi ssioners and a deci sion could be reached well in advance of when anyone woul d be thinking of beginning a canpai gn. She
requested that sone criteria be established, such as a +/-5% nmaxi num popul ati on devi ati on across districts, that would trigger
this matter to be brought back to the Board; and that the next cycle would be at the beginning of 1999 and any changes that result
could be in place before the year 2000 el ecti ons.

Chai rman Bond commented that this issue is com ng before the Board because of the trenmendous growmh that is being seen in the
County, especially in the unincorporated areas, and sone of the districts are getting heavily skewed. She stated that she is
confortable with Alternative No. 3 proposed by Ms. McMahon.

Conmi ssi oner Shaw stated that he also supports Alternative No. 3 to comence in 1999.

Legal Counsel Shiprman advised that she has requested that a County bill draft be prepared for presentation to the Board for



consi deration and approval relative to this issue.

Conmi ssi oner Galloway stated that he supports the idea of the +/-5%trigger nechanismand to do this review right after a genera
el ection; and that he believes the policy should be brought back for Board consideration, but would like to keep the issue of
whether to do this in 1999 open until that time, so that the availability of hard census data nay be further explored.

98- 144 VACANT PLANNER POSI TI ON - COVMUNI TY DEVELOPMENT - FI NANCE

Gary Goelitz, Senior Adm nistrative Analyst, reviewed the three alternatives being proposed regardi ng the vacant planner position
in Community Devel opnent, being (1) continue to allocate the Planner position to the Community Resources Program (2) reallocate
the Planner position to the Planning Division, and (3) elimnate the Planner position and direct Finance staff to conduct a
simlar needs analysis of all future requests to fill vacant County positions. He stated that the Board will be facing sonme tough
financial issues and fiscal challenges over the next two years, which issues he discussed; and that this is a nmcro issue as
opposed to a whol e range of issues where the opportunity for sonme reduction in costs exist. M. Goelitz then responded to
questions of the Board and advi sed that nore current nunbers regarding fiscal shortfalls will be forthcom ng; and that the
flexible use of this position within the Departnent of Comrmunity Devel opnent coul d be al |l owed.

Chai rman Bond stated that she understands the fiscal challenges the Board is facing but also knows what the demands are on the
Pl anni ng Di vi si on. Conmi ssioner Galloway stated that if projects are | ost because there is not adequate staff to process them the
econony woul d be affected and sales tax revenues would be |ost, which could nake the situati on worse.

John Hester, Director, Departnent of Conmunity Devel opnent, stated that building permts, applications, sales tax, and other
revenues, etc. are going down at this time and he would rather not hire someone and then have to lay themoff; and that Comunity
Devel opnent currently has staff that are serving as support for Planning and will continue to do so.

Dean Di ederich, Principal Planner, Departnent of Comrunity Devel opnent, stated that this is a very unique situation because he is
not recommending to the Board that their work | oad demands another planner; that they had the toughest year in terms of case |oad
| ast year as it was the end of the transition process on the old regulatory zoning and everyone wanted to subnit applications and
staff did an excellent job of getting the work done; that there are other large projects in the works and the workload is there
but he would rather be assured that he would not |ose any nore staff than to be given additional staff; that the Devel opnent Code
process mnimzes the nunmber of projects that need discretionary approval and a senior planner has been placed at the front
counter so that correct information can be provided at the first query fromthe public, which has streamined the process; that
the vacant position is located in community resources and the Board would need to decide if it wants to continue that service
because of budget considerations; and that if the Board desires to fill the planner position it would be reasonable to utilize



that person for other functions within the departnment when necessary. M. Diederich responded to questions of the Board and
advi sed that there are areas where inprovenment in service could be nmade, which they are addressing; and that delays in processing
applications are usually due to staff not receiving the correct information fromthe devel oper

Commi ssi oner Canmp suggested that should the Board decide to fill this position, part of the utilization of that person could be to
create a formthat would list the informati on the devel oper needs to provide, enphasizing that the County needs to be a custoner
based operation. Chairnman Bond stated that her bottomline is custoner service and working as effectively and efficiently as
possi bl e; that she does not want to sacrifice Community Devel opnent projects such as Looking Fine in '99, although she does not
want these projects to get in the way of the fundanental processes that need to be done when peak workl oads cone in.

M. Hester stated that their recommendati on would be then to fill the position with a planner assigned to Community Resources that
can assist Planning with process inprovenments and workl oad overflows, etc. Upon inquiry of Conmm ssioner Shaw, M. Diederich
advised that it will be necessary to re-recruit for a new |list of candidates.

Conmmi ssi oner Moul i ot suggested that the recruitnent process could be started and by the tinme the position is ready to be filled,
the Finance Division will have better information with regard to the potential budget shortfalls. M. Goelitz stated that staff's
intention would be to present the second quarterly fiscal report sonetinme in March which woul d provide the Board with an update as
to the SCCRT revenues.

Fol I owi ng further discussion, on notion by Conm ssioner Muliot, seconded by Comm ssioner Shaw, which notion duly carried,
Chai rman Bond ordered that the recruitnent process for the vacant planner position be commenced, noting that by the time the
position conmes forth to be filled, the Board will have better information with regard to the projected financial situation

COW SSI ONERS' / MANAGER S COMVENTS

Chai rman Bond stated that she is patiently waiting for Public Wirks to present a policy on road stripping, speed bunps, etc.
County Manager Maclntyre commented that M. Roundtree has advised that this will be on an upcon ng agenda.

Conmi ssi oner Shaw expressed concern about two |etters received from people off Spanish Springs road regardi ng Rocky Ri dge.
Chai rman Bond advi sed that she has requested staff to contact the Shanes and put sone nonitoring equi pnent out there.

Commi ssi oner Galloway stated that he is concerned about the nunber of CABs being formed, especially in Chairmn Bond' s and

Commi ssioner Canmp's districts and commented that a system may need to be devel oped that would assist with this function. Chairman
Bond advi sed that she has notified her CABs that she will not be able to be physically present at many of the neetings and will
have to rely on staff reports, etc.

There being no further business to cone before the Board, the neeting adjourned at 8:30 p. m
