1. Fees:  See Master Fee Schedule. Most payments can be made directly through the OneNV.us
portal. If you would like to pay by check, please make the check payable to Washoe County and
bring your application and payment to the Community Services Department (CSD).  There may also
be a fee due to the Engineering and Capital Projects for Technical Plan Check.

2. Development Application:  A completed Washoe County Development Application form.

3. Owner Affidavit:  The Owner Affidavit must be signed and notarized by all owners of the property
subject to the application request.

4. Proof of Property Tax Payment:  The applicant must provide a written statement from the Washoe
County Treasurer’s Office indicating all property taxes for the current quarter of the fiscal year on the

land have been paid.

5. Application Materials:  The completed Boundary Line Adjustment Application materials.

6. Title Report:  A preliminary title report, with an effective date of no more than one hundred twenty
(120) days of the submittal date, by a title company which provides the following information:
• Name and address of property owners.
• Legal description of property.
• Description of all easements and/or deed restrictions.
• Description of all liens against property.
• Any covenants, conditions and restrictions (CC&Rs) that apply.

7. Legal Description:  Legal description of the property as it presently exists, and revised deeds
describing the property as it will exist if the boundary line adjustment map is recorded.

8. Application Map Specifications:  Map to be drawn using standard engineering scales (e.g. scale
1” = 100’, 1” = 200’, or 1” = 500’) clearly depicting the area subject to the request, in relationship to
the exterior property lines.  All dimensions and area values shall be clearly labeled and appropriate
symbols and/or line types shall be included in the map legend to depict the map intent.

9. Survey Computations:  All survey computations for verification check by Engineering and Capital
Projects.  Provide two (2) sets in a separate envelope with the project submittal.

10. Submission Packets:  One (1) packet and a flash drive. Any digital documents need to have a
resolution of 300 dpi. If materials are unreadable, you will be asked to provide a higher quality copy.
The packet shall include one (1) 8.5” x 11” reduction of any applicable site plan, development plan,

and/or application map.  Labeling on these reproductions should be no smaller than 8 point on the
8.5” x 11" display.  Large format sheets should be included in a slide pocket(s).  Any specialized
reports identified above shall be included as attachments or appendices and be annotated as such.

Boundary Line Adjustment 
Washoe County Code (WCC) Chapter 110, Article 618, Boundary Line Adjustment, is to prescribe the 
procedures for adjusting boundary lines of a parcel.  An application for a boundary line adjustment 
may be submitted to the Planning and Building Division and the application shall be reviewed by the 
Planning and Building Division and the County Engineer.  The Director of Planning and Building, the 
County Engineer, or their representatives will approve or deny a boundary line adjustment.  See 
WCC 110.618, for further information.

(iii) All oversized maps and plans must be folded to a 9” x 12” size.

(iv) Based on the specific nature of the development request, Washoe County reserves the right
to specify additional submittal packets, additional information and/or specialized studies that
clarify the potential impacts and potential conditions of development in order to minimize or
mitigate impacts resulting from the project.  No application shall be processed until the
information necessary to review and evaluate the proposed project is deemed complete by
the Director of Planning and Building.

(v) The Title Report should only be included in the one (1) original packet.

(vi) Labels:  If the assigned planner determines the abandonment will affect the access to a
mobile home park, the applicant will be required to submit a list of mailing addresses for
every tenant residing in the mobile home park.
