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Tentative Subdivision Map

The purpose of a Tentative Subdivision Map is:
e To allow the creation of saleable lots;

e To implement the Washoe County Master Plan, including the Area Plans, and any specific
plans adopted by the County;

e To establish reasonable standards of design and reasonable procedures for subdivision
and re-subdivision in order to further the orderly layout and use of land and insure proper
legal descriptions and monumenting of subdivided land; and;

o To safeguard the public health, safety and general welfare by establishing minimum
standards of design and development for any subdivision platted in the unincorporated area
of Washoe County.

If the Planning Commission grants an approval of the Tentative Subdivision Map, that approval is
subject to Conditions of Approval. Conditions of Approval are requirements that need to be
completed during different stages of the proposed project. Those stages are typically:

e Prior to recordation of a final map.
o Prior to obtaining a final inspection and/or a certificate of occupancy on a structure.
e Prior to the issuance of a business license or other permits/licenses.

e Some Conditions of Approval are referred to as “Operational Conditions.” These conditions
must be continually complied with for the life of the project.

The Conditions of Approval for Tentative Subdivision Map Case Number WTM18-003 are attached
to this staff report and will be included with the Action Order.

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Site Plan

Project Evaluation

The applicant is requesting to develop a 75 lot common open space subdivision with lots ranging in
size from 4,015 square feet to 6,293 square feet and the density is 4.9 dwellings per acre- which
meets the Truckee Meadows Regional Planning (TRPA) requirement. The TRPA Policy 1.2.1
requires that in the unincorporated areas of the County the density for single family detached is a
maximum of 5 dwelling units per acre. The residential lot area of the 15.33 acres site is 8.08 acres
and the remaining 7.25 acres includes landscape areas, streets, RV’s and trailers storage area,
1.67 acres of undisturbed area and a 0.6 mile pedestrian path/trail loop around the perimeter of the
subdivision. There is a proposed community garden on the eastside of the site, picnic tables and
benches will be located along the path/trail and a +8,740 square foot area at the entrance of the
development for storage of residences’ RV’s and trailers.

In 2011, a Special Use Permit (SUP) SB11-004 was approved for the site for a gated
manufactured home park for 75-units with private streets and a common area. On February 6,
2018 the Planning Commission approved a regulatory zone amendment and the amendment was
presented to the Board of County Commissioners on March 27, 2018. The zoning amendment
changed the zoning from Medium Density Suburban (MDS) to High Density Suburban (HDS). This
change allows for the property to be developed with 75 individual residential parcels instead of 75
mobile home spaces. The common open space tentative map is proposing to develop the site
similar to the original approval SUP layout, with 75 individual residential parcels, private streets
and common area. The Valle Vista Homeowner Association (HOA) will be responsible for the
maintenance and upkeep of the common areas and streets.

Project Design

The common open space development will be designed with 75 manufactured homes on individual
parcels with 1-2 car carports. The common open space includes a community garden area, a
path/trail, and storage area. A 0.6 acre 3 to 4 foot wide pedestrian path/trail is planned to loop
around the perimeter of the site with picnic tables and benches at appropriate locations. The 8,740
square foot fenced storage area will be available for residences to rent spaces for RV’s and/or
trailers storage.

The layout of the site will have open space around the perimeter of the site and homes adjacent to
the open space and in the interior to the site (See Site Plan page 5). The setbacks will be 10 feet in
the front and rear, 5 feet on the side and 20 feet from the carport. The carport size will
accommodate either 1 or 2 cars depending on the size of the lot and home. The front yards of the
individual lots will be landscaped with primarily native vegetation and at least one tree. The rear
yard will be fenced with a 6 foot good neighbor fence for properties not abutting the common open
space. Properties that backup to open space will include open view style fencing. The perimeter of
the development will be fenced with a six foot metal ornamental fence. Approximately 43 guest
parking spaces will be provided at various locations throughout the site.

An identification monument sign, meeting code requirements, will be located at the entrance of the
development. Ingress and egress will be from East 4th Avenue with a main entry gate and a
keypad entry. A private street system will be constructed consisting of curb, gutter and sidewalk on
one side of the street. Emergency access will be provided via Pearl Drive, at the eastern portion of
the project site. This emergency access will be gated and have an approved emergency services
lock which can be opened by all public safety service crews.

Four foot rockery walls are planned to be located between interior lots and 4-6 foot rockery walls
are planned in the steeper eastern corner of the site. A detention basin is planned in the area
between the site and the LDS Church on the eastside of the site. The area adjacent to the
entrance in the northwest corner of the site is in the FEMA flood zone, that area will remain open
and will be maintained as a drainage easement and kept clear of debris. The Washoe County
Engineering Division has addressed these issues and others in the Conditions of Approval (See
Exhibit A).

A Homeowners Association (HOA) will be established for the ongoing maintenance of the streets
and grounds including the open space walls, path/trail and landscaping. In addition, the applicant
intends to have Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions (CC&Rs) recorded with the County
Recorder’s Office.

Traffic

The access to the site is from E 4™ Avenue, which is classified as a collector street in the Sun
Valley Streets and Highway System Plan. The potential traffic impacts resulting from the proposed
development were analyzed by staff, and it was determined that the immediate roadways that
serve the site will maintain acceptable levels of service (LOS). The developer contacted traffic
engineer Paul Solaegui and he stated that the calculations for 75 single family homes falls below
the 80-peak hour rate that would require a traffic impact report. However, it is anticipated that the
project will generate 714 ADT which the local road networks can accommodate without a reduction
in levels of service (LOS).

Washoe County School District

The proposed development is zoned for Sun Valley Elementary School, Sparks Middle School and
Hug High School. Sun Valley Elementary has a base capacity of 662 students with an enrollment
of 681 students for 2017-18; Sparks Middle School has a base capacity of 662 students with an
enrollment of 681 students for 2017-18; Hug High School has a base capacity of 1,645 students
with an enrollment of 1,486 students for 2017-18. The elementary school is currently over capacity
and the middle and high school are under capacity. The opening of the new middle school in Sun

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Valley in the fall of 2019 will move 6" graders from the elementary school and assist in the
overcrowding of Sun Valley Elementary School. According to the Washoe County School District,
the 75 proposed units would generate approximately 18 students at the elementary school, 4
students at the middle school and 7 students at the high school. (See Exhibit B — Agency Review
Letters).

Site Characteristics

The subject property is currently vacant with high desert vegetation and no trees. The topography
of the site is relatively flat with 1.44 acres containing 15% slope and the only area contain 30%
slope in the southeast corner of the site, which is proposed to be open space. The northwest
corner of the property is in the floodplain and is proposed to be also, part of the open space for the
project.

Water and Sewer

Water and sewer service will be provided by the Sun Valley General Improvement District
(SVGID). Water and sewer lines are located on E. 4™ Avenue and the applicant is proposing to
connect to the service on the west side of the site on Pearl Drive, which connects with E. 4"
Avenue.

Sun Valley Citizen Advisory Board (SVCAB)

The proposed project was presented by the Landbank Development Co. LLC at the regularly
scheduled Citizen Advisory Board (CAB) meeting on February 5, 2018 meeting. The presentation
was for the proposed zoning amendments and the tentative map application. The CAB voted 4 to 1
to submit comments, and the minutes of the meeting are attached (See Exhibit C). The meeting
was well attended; with public comments in support of development for providing affordable
housing, improving the site with a development with a homeowners association and bringing more
home ownership opportunities to the area. There were also concerns for flooding, traffic, public
safety, crime, lighting, overcrowding and more development.

SUN.2.7 The Nevada Department of Transportation, Regional Transportation Commission
and Washoe County shall jointly seek funding to construct sidewalks or paved paths along
both sides of Sun Valley Boulevard and main streets such as: 4th, 5th, 6th and 7th Avenues
when the safety of pedestrians and children walking to and from schools requires such
facilities.

Staff Comment: The applicant will install sidewalk improvements along E. 4th Avenue, that will
match up with the existing sidewalks adjacent to the site to the east.

SUN.10.1 Whenever applicable, all development within the Sun Valley Suburban Character
Management Area and the Downtown Character Management Area will connect to a
community water service.

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Staff Comment: The development of the site will require connection to community water service as
provided by the Sun Valley General Improvement District (SVGID).

Staff Comment on Required Findings

WCC Section 110.608.25 of Article 608, Tentative Subdivision Maps, requires that all of the
following findings be made to the satisfaction of the Washoe County Planning Commission before
granting approval of the abandonment request. Staff has completed an analysis of the application
and has determined that the proposal is in compliance with the required findings as follows.

1) Plan Consistency. That the proposed map is consistent with the Master Plan and any specific
plan.

Staff Comment: The proposed tentative map is consistent with the goals and policies of the
Master Plan and the Sun Valley Area Plan.

2) Design or Improvement. That the design or improvement of the proposed subdivision is
consistent with the Master Plan and any specific plan.

Staff Comment: The proposed tentative map meets all of the density, lot size and common
open space criteria of the Master Plan and the Sun Valley Area Plan.

3) Type of Development. That the site is physically suited for the type of development proposed.

Staff Comment: The site is physically suited for the type of development proposed and the
site can accommodate the type of development proposed.

4) Availability of Services. That the subdivision will meet the requirements of Article 702,
Adequate Public Facilities Management System.

Staff Comment: The Sun Valley General Improvement District will provide water and sewer
service. The Truckee Meadows Fire Protection District has indicated that they can
adequately provide emergency services. There are adequate services available to serve the
proposed development.

5) Fish or Wildlife. That neither the design of the subdivision nor any proposed improvements is
likely to cause substantial environmental damage, or substantial and avoidable injury to any
endangered plant, wildlife or their habitat.

Staff Comment: The proposed improvements will not cause substantial environmental
damage or harm to endangered plants, wildlife or their habitat.

6) Public Health. That the design of the subdivision or type of improvement is not likely to cause
significant public health problems.

Staff Comment: Due to the location and design of the subdivision and type of improvements,
this development is not likely to cause significant public health problems.

7) Easements. That the design of the subdivision or the type of improvements will not conflict
with easements acquired by the public at large for access through, or use of property within,
the proposed subdivision.

Staff Comment: The proposed development has taken all easements into consideration and
will not conflict with the easements in regards to utility purposes or public access, etc.

8) Access. That the design of the subdivision provides any necessary access to surrounding,
adjacent lands and provides appropriate secondary access for emergency vehicles.

Staff Comment: The design of the subdivision provides access to surrounding adjacent lands
and provides appropriate secondary access for emergency vehicles.

9) Dedications. That any land or improvements to be dedicated to the County is consistent with
the Master Plan.

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Staff Comment: In the event that the roads or other lands are dedicated to the County, the
lands will be improved such that they are consistent with the Master Plan and/or built to
County standards.

Staff Comment: To the extent feasible, the development will include building materials to
allow for passive or natural heating and cooling opportunities. Additionally, the homes will be
oriented in such a way to take advantage of passive/natural heating and cooling
opportunities.

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Conditions of Approval

Tentative Subdivision Map Case Number WTM18-003

The project approved under Tentative Subdivision Map Case Number WTM18-003 shall be
carried out in accordance with the Conditions of Approval granted by the Planning Commission
on April 3, 2018. Conditions of Approval are requirements placed on a permit or development by
each reviewing agency. These Conditions of Approval may require submittal of documents,
applications, fees, inspections, amendments to plans, and more. These conditions do not
relieve the applicant of the obligation to obtain any other approvals and licenses from relevant
authorities required under any other act.

Unless otherwise specified, all conditions related to the approval of this Tentative Subdivision
Map shall be met or financial assurance must be provided to satisfy the conditions of approval
prior to the recordation of a final parcel map. The agency responsible for determining
compliance with a specific condition shall determine whether the condition must be fully
completed or whether the applicant shall be offered the option of providing financial assurance.
All agreements, easements, or other documentation required by these conditions shall have a
copy filed with the County Engineer and the Planning and Building Division.

Compliance with the conditions of approval related to this Tentative Subdivision Map is the
responsibility of the applicant, his/her successor in interest, and all owners, assignees, and
occupants of the property and their successors in interest. Failure to comply with any of the
conditions imposed in the approval of the tentative parcel map may result in the institution of
revocation procedures.

Washoe County reserves the right to review and revise the Conditions of Approval related to
this Tentative Subdivision Map should it be determined that a subsequent license or permit
issued by Washoe County violates the intent of this approval.

For the purpose of conditions imposed by Washoe County, “may” is permissive and “shall” or
“must” is mandatory.

Conditions of Approval are usually complied with at different stages of the proposed project.
Those stages are typically:

e Prior to recordation of a final map.
e Prior to obtaining a final inspection and/or a certificate of occupancy.
e Prior to the issuance of a business license or other permits/licenses.

¢ Some “Conditions of Approval” are referred to as “Operational Conditions.” These
conditions must be continually complied with for the life of the project.

The Washoe County Commission oversees many of the reviewing agencies/departments
with the exception of the following agencies.

e The DISTRICT BOARD OF HEALTH, through the Washoe County Health
District, has jurisdiction over all public health matters in the Health District.
Any conditions set by the Health District must be appealed to the District
Board of Health.

Therefore, any conditions set by the Reno-Tahoe Airport
Authority must be appealed to their Board of Trustees.

governed by its own Board. Conditions recommended by the RTC may be
required, at the discretion of Washoe County.

STANDARD CONSIDERATIONS FOR SUBDIVISIONS
Nevada Revised Statutes 278.349

Pursuant to NRS 278.349, when contemplating action on a tentative subdivision map, the
governing body, or the planning commission if it is authorized to take final action on a tentative
map, shall consider:

@) Environmental and health laws and regulations concerning water and air pollution, the
disposal of solid waste, facilities to supply water, community or public sewage disposal
and, where applicable, individual systems for sewage disposal;

(b) The availability of water which meets applicable health standards and is sufficient for the
reasonably foreseeable needs of the subdivision;

(© The availability and accessibility of utilities;

(d) The availability and accessibility of public services such as schools, police and fire
protection, transportation, recreation and parks;

(e) Conformity with the zoning ordinances and master plan, except that if any existing
zoning ordinance is inconsistent with the master plan, the zoning ordinance takes
precedence;

® General conformity with the governing body’s master plan of streets and highways;

(9) The effect of the proposed subdivision on existing public streets and the need for new
streets and highways to serve the subdivision;

(h) Physical characteristics of the land such as floodplain, slope and soil;

0] The recommendations and comments of those entities reviewing the tentative map
pursuant to NRS 278.330 and 278.335; and

d. For any utilities placed in existing County streets, the streets shall be repaired to the
satisfaction of the County Engineer. At a minimum, this will require full depth removal
and replacement of asphalt for half the street width, or replacement of non-woven
pavement reinforcing fabric with a 2” asphalt overlay for half the street width. Type I
slurry seal is required for the entire street width with either option. Full width street
improvements may be required if the proposed utility location is too close to the
centerline of the existing street.

e. Streetlights shall be constructed to Washoe County standards at locations to be
determined at the final design stage.

f. AASHTO clear zones shall be determined for all streets adjacent to retaining walls or
slopes steeper than 3:1. If a recoverable or traversable clear zone cannot be provided,
an analysis to determine if barriers are warranted shall be submitted for approval.

g. All retaining walls that are within the slope failure wedge from Washoe County right-of-
way shall be constructed of reinforced masonry block or reinforced concrete and
designed by an engineer licensed in the State of Nevada. The maintenance of the
retaining walls shall be by Homeowners Association and the CCR’s shall clearly identify
the HOA'’s maintenance responsibilities of retaining walls

h. No retaining walls that retain soil from the County right-of-way shall be located within a
plowed snow storage easement.

i. The Lupin Drive right-of-way adjacent to the site shall be abandoned prior the
recordation of the first final map. The former Lupin Drive right-of-way shall then be
designated as common area.

j. Curb & gutter and 5 foot sidewalk shall be constructed along the 4™ Avenue frontage.

k. An emergency access road shall be constructed from the southwest corner of the site to
E. Gepford Parkway and shall be in accordance with Washoe County Code 436.95.

I.  The developer shall verify and submit proof of acceptable truck traffic movements for fire
and solid waste trucks within the project.

m. Appropriate transitions shall be provided between the existing and proposed
improvements at all proposed street connections. This may include removal of existing
pavement.

n. Provide adequate sight distance at the project exit driveway and signage per MUTCD
standards.

0. Prior to ground-disturbing activity, a proposed Construction Traffic Haul Route Plan shall
be submitted to the Engineering Division for review and approval. Any existing or
proposed roads that will be used as construction haul routes and are not designated
truck routes must be evaluated by a geotechnical study to determine the existing
structural section and its load capacity. If the pavement section is inadequate to support
the proposed construction loadings, the roadway must be redesigned or reconstructed
as needed to provide a 20-year design life in accordance with the AASHTO Interim
Guide for Flexible Pavement.

The Washoe County Health District, Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Oversight Program, has reviewed the
above referenced project.

Based on the submitted documentation, there could be minor effects on EMS and/or healthcare. For example,
the addition of 75 dwellings may increase the use of the healthcare system in the region. It is recommended that
the applicant complete an Environmental Impact Assessment. For additional information the applicant should
contact the Washoe County Health District’s Division of Environment Health Services at (775) 328-2434.

Advanced Life Support (ALS) fire services are provided by Truckee Meadows Fire Protection District and ALS
ambulance services are provided by REMSA through a Franchise agreement with the Washoe County Health
District. For the parcel location, REMSA’s Franchise response requirement for life-threating calls is 8:59 for 90
percent of calls.

The closest hospitals are Saint Mary’s Regional Medical Center and Renown Regional Medical Center, which
are both approximately 5.8 miles away from the parcel, should individuals require such services. There are also
several other acute care hospitals and healthcare resources available in Washoe County.

It is recommended that the address number is clearly marked on the curb and the structure(s) so the individuals
can be quickly located by public safety agencies. Additionally, please ensure that all structures meet ADA
requirements, as appropriate.

Drainage swales that drain more than two lots are not allowed to flow over the curb into the
street; these flows shall be intercepted by an acceptable storm drain inlet and routed into the
storm drain system.

A note on the final map shall indicate that all drainage facilities not maintained by Washoe
County shall be privately maintained and perpetually funded by a homeowners association. As an
alternative to a homeowners association, the developer may request the establishment of a County
Utility Service Area under which fees would be paid for maintenance of the proposed storm
drainage detention facility. The fee amount will be based on the additional service above that

normally provided by the County to maintain new stormwater facilities dedicated by the developer
(i.e., curb and gutter, drop inlets and piping). The maintenance and funding of these drainage
facilities shall also be addressed in the CC&Rs to the satisfaction of the District Attorney's Office.

The maximum permissible flow velocity (that which does not cause scour) shall be determined for
all proposed channels and open ditches. The determination shall be based on a geotechnical
analysis of the channel soil, proposed channel lining and channel cross section, and it shall be in
accordance with acceptable engineering publications/calculations. Appropriate linings shall be
provided for all proposed channels and open ditches such that the 100-year flows do not exceed
the maximum permissible flow velocity.

All slopes steeper than 3:1 shall be mechanically stabilized to control erosion. As an alternative to
riprap, an engineered solution (geofabric, etc.) may be acceptable.

Drainage easements shall be provided for all storm runoff that crosses more than one lot.

Maintenance access roadways and drainage easements shall be provided for all existing and
proposed drainage facilities. All drainage facilities located within Common Area shall be
constructed with an adjoining minimum 12 wide gravel access road.

The FEMA 100-year floodplain shall be shown on the final map and grading plan to the
satisfaction of the County Engineer. All grading and construction in these areas shall be in
conformance with the Washoe County Code Article 416.

Offsite drainage and common area drainage draining onto residential lots shall be perpetuated
around the residential lots and drainage facilities capable of passing a 100-year storm shall be
constructed with the subdivision improvements to perpetuate the storm water runoff to improved
or natural drainage facilities. The maintenance of these drainage facilities shall be addressed in
the CC&Rs to the satisfaction of the District Attorney’s Office.

Prior to the finalization of the first final map, a maintenance and operation plan for the
maintenance of the projects detention basins shall be developed in accordance with the Washoe
County Code Article 421.

Type Il slurry seal is required for the entire street
width with either option. Full width street improvements may be required if the proposed utility
location is too close to the centerline of the existing street.

Streetlights shall be constructed to Washoe County standards at locations to be determined at the
final design stage.

AASHTO clear zones shall be determined for all streets adjacent to retaining walls or slopes
steeper than 3:1. If a recoverable or traversable clear zone cannot be provided, an analysis to
determine if barriers are warranted shall be submitted for approval.

All retaining walls that are within the slope failure wedge from Washoe County right-of-way shall
be constructed of reinforced masonry block or reinforced concrete and designed by an engineer
licensed in the State of Nevada. The maintenance of the retaining walls shall be by Homeowners
Association and the CCR’s shall clearly identify the HOA’s maintenance responsibilities of
retaining walls

No retaining walls that retain soil from the County right-of-way shall be located within a plowed
snow storage easement.

3. *PUBLIC COMMENT —
Garth Elliot said he was on the CAB for 6 years. He advised the community to be tuned into the government. A mobile
home park was approved. Subdivisions will create more homes.

Terry Matthews said he isn’t opposed to housing or mobile home park but the County needs to address flooding issues
and clean the ditches. Culverts drain into this property. The County won’t help. He has to clean up every time it floods.

Charles Cunningham said that land cannot support those homes. It’s a sea of mud. The zone changed from medium to
high density. A fire would take everything away.

Pamela Pappas said she manages two mobile home parks. They have been there for decades. Two lots are vacant. The
utilities were updated, and then found out it was rezone commercial years ago. She said she wants to know who she
should speak to.

Sydney Fullerton said she isn’t opposed to the project; however, they want to put in 75 homes which means extra cars
down 4™ Street. There isn’t proper lighting. The kids have to walk in the dark with no sidewalks or bus stops. She said
the homes will raise property values, but things need to be addressed before the project can go in. Something needs to
be done to make it safe.

Jisoo Ryu said he moved in the area 3 years ago. He said he tried to read the long project Staff report. This project
started in 2011. County Commission approved a 75 unit mobile home park. They want to change the zoning to high
density. The CAB didn’t approve that in 2011. This board should write a strong letter. It will affect the infrastructure and
service. They use more water. This board must do a good job this time.

Eric Deline said he buys and remodels properties in the area. He said he is a real estate investor. He turns homes into
real property. He said the previous approval of mobile home was not the best idea. Not a lot of pride of ownership in
mobile home parks. There aren’t a lot of mobile home parks out here. As real estate prices increase, there is more
ownership and pride of ownership. He understands the concerns. The community proposed will bring lighting to the
area. This CAB should recommend putting money in the infrastructure. Sun Valley area is behind all the other areas in
regards to infrastructure. He said this project will bring good. It’s land that has been there for quite a while. He said it’s
a great idea. It will bring up the area. It will encourage the County to improve things in the area.

Ms. Ryu said she lives close to the proposed project. Zoning changes from medium density to high density is too
crowded. She is worried about crime, traffic, kids walking, and parking. It’s is a nice quiet neighborhood but will be
destroyed by this project. Keep it medium density.

Missy Evenson said she is concerned with fires. There is only one entrance and exit which is a concern for 75 units.
Modular homes burn quickly. There needs to be additional exits. She wants to know about flooding issues.

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Carrie Birdsong said she has helped her neighbors with flooding. In 2008, she said she had to raise her mother-in-law’s
mobile home due to flooding. She said they have to clean the ditches, because the County doesn’t come out to clean the
ditches. She didn’t get any response when she called to clear the ditches. She said she understands they want to make it
real property; it will become single owners who don’t maintain their property. Make it a mobile home park so it can be
maintained by a mobile home park manager. Get the County out here to correct these roads.

Michael Rider said he has lived on Madeiros. He said it’s a nice idea, but there are concerns with flooding, traffic on 4t
Street, and safety concerns for kids. Something has to be done if you want to put in a new community. You are putting
the community at risk.

Carmen Ortiz asked about the on-demand service with the app. She said seniors might not use apps. Michael said there
is the option to call in.

Garth Elliot said in 2007 route 5 was the most profitable route; he encouraged that route be brought back. Bring back
the 30% of service that was cut.

Trevor Lloyd, Planning Manager, gave a brief presentation.
e General Commercial properties can request regulatory zone amendment for residential units.
e Opportunities for problems will be addressed.
e Code and master plan amendment

Mr. Deline asked about the empty lots. Trevor Lloyd said this change would address that. They could put a mobile home
on the lot after an amendment.

Mr. Matthews asked if a business could be put on those lots. Trevor said there are different zone categories. There is a
commercial district down the corridor. The red category is residential zone.

James Georges said we worked on what we wanted to see on Sun Valley Blvd. and everyone on the committee agreed.
He said they worked on the ditches, weeds, lighting, and sidewalk. Nothing was done. The bus route 5 and 15 used to
run. Now the elderly people have to walk to the bus stops. Elderly aren’t being taken care of here.

Mr. Cunningham asked what the blue squares on the map. Trevor Lloyd said those are schools — civic zoning.
Roger Edwards said he retired from Planning Commission. The Planning Commission developed the Downtown
Management Plan. He said this community picked to be mixed use with commercial and residential. He said you put it

in, planning commission approved it.

Margaret Reinhardt said the property of Sun Valley blvd and 6™ Street is vacant. She asked if this is why it’s still vacant.
Trevor Lloyd said it’s a good chance the topic we are discussing is why it’s still vacant.

Trevor Lloyd said under the current framework and master plan and regulations, new mobile homes cannot be put in
the vacant lots.

Garth Elliot said there is blight. He said we want commercial. We have had a bunch of businesses move in including the
Dollar General.

Trevor Lloyd said we aren’t taking away the commercial opportunities and commercial development. We are giving
people who own homes an opportunity to improve their homes.

Mr. Matthews said more homes are not what we want on Sun Valley Blvd.
Trevor Lloyd said owners of the 1/3 acre lots make request for improvements, and take out old homes and put in new

homes. Currently, there are restrictions on replacing old home with a new home. It’s not just on Sun Valley Blvd, its 3
properties off the Blvd.
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Ms. Pappas said they don’t have take away commercial zoning, but to include exceptions or inclusions to allow new
homes to come in. She said she currently manages a park and helps keep the lots clean. This won’t hurt the commercial
properties.

Mr. Deline said to look at the map carefully. He said the commercial zone goes back beyond the Sun Valley blvd. Those
people can’t change their home that was built back in the 70s. The result of the re-zone changed 3-4 homes back off the
Blvd. Look at the sparks multiplex. It’s being turned into residential units from commercial. It’s the highest and best use
which is residential in the technology age. Times have changed. Look at Parklane, it’s being turned into residential
because it’s highest and best use of the property.

Sandra Ainsworth said something un-intended happened. They didn’t mean to put people in this situation. You can take
a mobile home off and put one back within two years. They didn’t intend to take people off their residential land. If they
didn’t put a home back on in, it went to a commercial zone. It wasn’t intended to make people move off the property.

Margaret Reinhardt asked where this change will happen specifically. Trevor Lloyd showed the zone map. The best of
both would maintain commercial but allow someone to replace their own home.

Michael Rider said he is concerned if changes are made, unintended consequences with blight on the Blvd because they
develop on the lots and don’t take care of it. A compromise solution needs to happen, perhaps release the properties
behind the Blvd, but not the ones on the Blvd.

Trevor Lloyd said a special use permit will be required for each property. The CAB and BOA will be involved.
Michael Rider said the County doesn’t listen. This CAB doesn’t have clout.
Commission Herman said the community needs to follow through the process to get the job done right the first time.

Carmen said she doesn’t want to see apartment complex. There must be a provision built in. The Sun Valley citizens
need to speak our voice.

MOTION: Margaret Reinhardt moved to recommend denial 7a & 7b. Michael Rider seconded the recommendation to
deny. Discussion: Margaret Reinhardt said leave as it is. There are too many things that need to get worked out. Look
into possibility of addressing those properties 3 properties back. Carmen Ortiz said those empty lots are sitting empty;
they can’t do anything with it. Trevor said under the current code, they are prohibited to put a home on that land.
Michael suggested maintaining the commercial property on Sun Valley Blvd. He said the proposal doesn’t address it. It
rights the wrongs; however, it needs to be fined tuned.

Darren Proulx gave a PowerPoint presentation:
e He addressed the speeding, street lights, flooding, bus stops
e The project cannot put lights throughout Sun Valley, but can be installed at the project site.
e It's already approved for 75 mobile home parks
He wants to change them from ‘spaces’ to ‘lots.’
Proposed project is located off of Sun Valley/4™ Street
75 units are approved for manufactured mobile homes in 2011
e Want to do the exact same thing — 75 units; currently 5 units subdivided comments.
o Gated community with HOA with walking trails, community garden, snow removal
e No additional density
e Why are we doing this? We want to make it real property.
e Tentative map will allow for a subdivided parcel for individual parcels which will make the land and home real
property which will allow for FHA/VA loans; the existing model only allows personal property ‘chattle loans’
e Everything is the same — current and proposed density.
e Allows for affordable housing.

Questions:

Margaret Reinhardt asked about the 1/3 acre density. Darren said it’s currently medium density suburban 110. 405.1
land use designation. Dave Snelgrove, the project engineer, explained the density. He said tentative map process will
address the flooding. Regional plan 3.1 of 2012 of the Truckee Meadows Regional Plan identifies incorporated single
family detached can have max of 5 units per acre, even though it says 7 per acre. He said asking to do 5 units per acre.

Terry Matthews said he prefers real property subdivision to get better residents. He said he is concerned for the traffic
and flooding. Some of the issues have to be addressed before getting put in. Darren said the tentative map process will
address those issues. Dave said we are required to be addressed issues before building. Condition of approval have to
met before the project can be built.

Michael Rider said tonight’s CAB will help determine mobile home versus personal residences. Either way this will get
developed. Other issues and concerns need to go to the County. It will be the same density has been approved. We can’t
get this unapproved.

Garth Elliot said this is the second time it’s come before this CAB 10 years ago. It wasn’t denied. There are problems
with egress and flooding. He spoke about a retention basin to capture the water. He asked about storage.

Mr. Cunningham said he lives near the project. 10 years ago, Maduras was on septic and they were told there wasn’t any
sewer capacity back then. He said he is concerned about fire with limited access. He said he is concerned the project
won’t get completed and they should get a bond.

Mrs. Ryu said she saw the map of density. This new project will increase 3 to 5 units per acre. It will become twice as
crowded. The developer will make more money with higher density. Please consider putting medium density units
instead of higher. Please consider putting in less units.

Missy Evenson said the last traffic study was conducted 7 years ago. She asked the CAB to get an updated the traffic
study. She said she had the following questions and concerns: Will the be a bus line on 4™ Street. She asked about the
business plan. Does the savings to the seniors include the HOA fee. What are the HOA fees. What is the proposed start
date of the construction. Are there specific sizes for these homes.

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Shelia Cunningham asked for clarification regarding high density in order to get a low interest loan. She asked if a person
subdivide the property into 7 units.

Mr. Ryu said in the future, it will get changed. The density change makes us uneasy.

Darren answered questions and concerns:
e Yes, HOA —fees aren’t determined yet
o There will be storage for each home
e Gated community - Fence made of block and iron fence
New manufactured homes are proposed
SVGID said there is water and sewer capacity
The same number of lots that are already approved; 7 units per acre are allowed, but only doing 5 units per
acre.
e Abondis required
e Darren said he hopes there will be a bus line.
e The traffic study was completed when it was originally approved. An updated traffic letter is required.
e Access with gate restricts the flow exiting the property. There is no exit on Gepford. It meets County
requirements.
e The traffic will be the same.
e Construction will start as soon as possible. Summer time.
e Owners can’t subdivide the property after they purchase it.

Margaret Reinhardt said it doesn’t fit in the area.

Dave Snelgrove said the plans are identical. One entire parcel means no FHA financing. Separate parcels allows for FHA
financing.

This project goes before the Planning commission tomorrow, and goes to the County Commission in March.

Dave said flood and other issues get addressed at during the Tentative map processes. They have to do a Tentative map,
Regulatory zone map, and final map review process.

Dave Snelgrove addressed the density questions. High density allows up to 7, but this development will be kept at 5
units per acre. It cannot go to 7 units per acre per County requirements.

Mike Tobin asked about the traffic. It's going to be terrible.

Mr. Cunningham said this will be done so they can have their own APN number. Mr. Cunningham said he wants to pour
concrete on his land, but he can’t, it’s not allowed. He has to do asphalts, but this development will allow concrete slabs.

Terry Matthews said the issues we have now aren’t being addressed. He said his grandson has almost been hit by a car.
He said the developer will build and leave town, and the community is left with the aftermath. He said he has lost his
backyard to flooding.

Mr. Cunningham said we need to focus on what’s on the agenda instead of the other issue. It’s a zoning change.

Jack Trainer disclosed he works with Darren. He said if the parcel is sold or stays the same, there could be more
crowding and more cars. The HOA will restrict storage and cars.

Darren addressed: questions/concerns:
e There are setback required — 10 ft front/back, 5ft on side.

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e This project won’t have blight; owners have to adhere to HOA rules.

e Darren said he is the President of a mortgage advisory business. You cannot get a VA home in the current
community, but you can get a VA loan if it’'s amendment.

e Darren said there will be traffic with either scenario. Someone recommended going into Gepford. Darren said
the County said 4" Street can handle the traffic.

e He said they may make it 55+ community.

Margaret Reinhardt said it doesn’t conform to the area. It’s not the same thing.

A community member said he wants HOA restrictions. He said he wants Darren developed the field instead of a mobile
home park. If it’s built into the mobile home park, it will allow a bunch of cars parked outside. Missy Evenson said she
wants to see another egress.

Margaret Reinhardt moved to recommend denial the request. The motion was no seconded; therefore, the motion
died. Discussion: Carmen Ortiz said the rent is unaffordable. If this project will create affordable for Sun Valley seniors,
she said she will support it. She said she understands the concerns; however, the mobile home park will go in regardless.
There will still be road impacts and flooding. Regardless, it’s already been approved. She said we can change it to allow
affordable housing for seniors. Margaret Reinhardt said she would request a limit on rent for seniors. Michael Rider said
bottom line is this is already approved, and we got to make the best of this. He said we have to fight the County on flood
and traffic issues. This community will have to deal with the same issues either way. Do we let this go in as a mobile
home park or as homes which can be purchased. He said we need to be more vigilant. We can’t fix this by saying no.
They can still put in the mobile home park. Make the best of the situation for the impacts that are already going to
happen anyway. We are stuck with lighting, ditches. Margaret Reinhardt said it doesn’t comply and conform to the Sun
Valley Area plan. She said if this happens, then someone else will come in to raise the density for the entire Sun Valley.
Michael Rider said this mobile home park is going in. We can vote no, but the County won’t vote no. No matter how
strong our voice, it will still be approved because it creates property tax revenue. Carol Burns said there is a community
forum planned for May 12 with representatives from the County, fire, sheriff, and planning in attendance. Attend and let
them know you want things done because we don’t get services out here.

MOTION: Michael Rider moved to forward comments expressed at tonight’s CAB meeting to the County. Carmen
Ortiz seconded motion to forward the comments to the County. Motion passes 4 to 1. James George opposed the
motion.

Project Request

This application is a request for a common open space tentative map on a 15.33+/- acre parcel located at
550 E. 4t Avenue in Sun Valley (APN 085-122-03). At the time of submittal of this application, the
applicant is nearing the final step in the process for a regulatory zone amendment (RZA), changing the
zoning on the subject property from MDS (Medium Density Suburban) to HDS (High Density Suburban). f
the RZA is approved on March 27t, the common open space tentative map request can move forward with
review. The subject parcel is currently approved for a 75-unit mobile home park per Washoe County Case
No. SB11-004. The RZA and tentative map would allow for the ultimate construction of up to 75, individual
single-family parcels on which a manufactured home subdivision is proposed with this application. A copy
of the Washoe County’s Action Order and Staff Report is provided in Appendix C of this application.

Creation of individual lots, as proposed with this common open space tentative map application will allow
for the homes and lots within the Valle Vista Community to both be real property, which is beneficial to the
end home buyer and for multiple reasons:

1. ltis easier for a home owner to obtain a mortgage for a real property land and home through a
conventional, FHA or VA loan rather than through a personal property (chattel) mortgage as there
are many more lenders available to provide the conventional, FHA or VA loans.

2. The cost in interest associated with a conventional, FHA or VA loan are substantially less for the
home owner as opposed to a chattel mortgage, which helps with the issue of overall affordability.
Affordability has been a significant issue in northwestern Nevada with the well-documented
industrial growth in the region.

3. The down payment requirement for a conventional, FHA or VA loan is typically substantially lower
than that of a chattel mortgage. For example, FHA loans can require as little as 3% of the total
purchase price for down payment and VA loans can require 0% while chattel mortgages require a
minimum of 10% and often require 20-30% as a down payment. This has a huge impact on
affordability.

The proposed project layout and design are very similar to the layout that was previously approved within
the Valle Vista Mobile Home Park. Other than the fact that 75 individual residential parcels are proposed,
rather than 75 mobile home spaces, modifications have been made to provide parking pockets within the
community, some of the lots were widened to allow for are a greater variety of home sizes and a detention
area was added.

Access to Public/Community Facilities and Infrastructure

Parks — In addition to the pedestrian path that is to be located within the Valle Vista Community, the
property is located approximately 1/8 mile from a neighborhood park (Sun Valley Park)

Schools - The property is located approximately 1/5 mile from Sun Valley Elementary School, which is the
school for which this property is zoned. The property is also zoned for Sparks Middle School and Hug High
School. The School district is commencing construction on a new middle school in Sun Valley and there are
plans to build a new high school, relocating and upgrading Hug High School.

Churches - Two churches exist adjacent to the subject property to the north, an LDS and Baptist Church.
RTC Bus Stop — The nearest RTC Bus Stop to the site is located %4 mile north of the subject property at
the corner of E. 5t Avenue and Lupin Drive. This is within easy walking distance for someone who does not
own a private vehicle or wishes to take the bus.

Traffic Vehicular Access — E. 4" Avenue is identified by the Sun Valley Area Plan Streets and Highways
System Plan to be a collector status street. E. 4t Avenue connects directly to Sun Valley Boulevard (SR
443) approximately ¥z mile to the west at a signalized intersection providing safe and controlled access
onto the area arterial road. Direct access to U.S. 395 (I-580) is provided south on Sun Valley Boulevard
(SR 443) approximately 2.25 miles to the southwest of the E. 4t Avenue traffic signal via on and off ramps
for both the northbound and southbound travel lanes of the freeway. An updated review of the expected
traffic volumes was prepared in conjunction with this application. Speaking with the Traffic Engineer, Mr.
Solaegui noted that the single-family Calculations are based on a single-family home, whether 2 or 10
bedrooms. As such, there is a discrepancy between mobile homes and single-family homes. Given this, it is
fully expected that the traffic estimates for a single family manufactured home subdivision would be less
than is roughly calculated per the ITE standards. The traffic estimate fell below the 80-peak hour rate that
would require a traffic impact report.

Water and Sewer Services — Based on conversation with the Sun Valley General Improvement District,
water and sewer lines exist adjacent to the site on E. 4t Avenue. It was noted that a water line also runs up
the right of way for Lupin Drive, west of the subject property.

Master Plan and Zoning Conformance

Master Plan -- The subject property is designated Suburban Residential within the Sun Valley Area Plan
and is contained within the Sun Valley Suburban Character Management Area and Truckee Meadows
Service Area. The proposed Valle Vista Community, containing 75 residential lots is consistent with the
Washoe County Master Plan and Sun Valley Area Plan. See Planning/Policy Analysis section of the
project description for an identification of the master plan goals and policies that are met with this proposed
common open space tentative map request.

Zoning —At the timing of this application submittal an RZA request was nearing completion of review
through the Washoe County review process..

The proposed development plan is
consistent with the HDS zoning designation.

Common Open Space Development Considerations

Article 408 of the Washoe County Devetopment Code requires that project requesting development as a
Common Open Space Development shall review (at a minimum) 16 Site Analysis considerations, per
110.408.30 relative to the project location, design and area infrastructure and facility connectivity and
availability. Following is a listing of the 16 considerations and a response relative to each item. A Site
Analysis Map has been provided as part of this application submittal. Some of the responses to
considerations reference that map, other maps in the tentative map package or other reports or documents
contained within this application. This review of Common Open Space Development Considerations is
duplicated on the Site Analysis Map provide with this application.

a) Location Map — a location map is provided on the cover of the tentative map set that is provided
with this application

b) Land Use — Current [and use is “vacant.” The planned land use is illustrated and defined and
mapped in tentative form on the other sheets provided with this application.

c) Existing Structures — there are no existing structures on the site.

d) Existing Vegetation — the vegetation that exists of the site can be described as natural high desert
vegetation. No trees exist on the subject property.

e) Prevailing Winds — prevailing winds for the area are shown on this Site Analysis map.

f) Topography — A slope analysis map is provided in the application document. The site slope
calculations show that 1.44+/- acres of the 15.33+/- acre site (9.4%) is contained in 15% or steeper
slopes. The steepest areas of the site (30% or greater) are held within the southeastern corner of
the site, which is proposed to remain as open space within this Common Open Space
Development.

Q) Soils — A geotechnical report is provided in the application package identifying the soil
characteristics of the site.

h) Natural Drainageways — A floodplain exists in the northwestern corner of the site and it is held
within a drainage easement. It is unclear whether this floodplain constitutes a “natural”
drainageway or not as the water flows onto the site, nipping the northwestern corner through a
culvert running under E. Fourth Avenue.

i) Wetlands and Waterbodies ~ no wetlands or water bodies appear on the subject property.
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j) Flood Hazards —a 100-year floodplain is located at the northwestern corner of the site. A +/-24,000
s.f. drainage easement exists for protection and maintenance access to this floodplain area.

k) Seismic Hazards - A preliminary geotechnical investigation is provided in the application materials
submitted with this project covering geologic and seismic considerations on the subject property.

1) Avalanche Hazards - the preliminary geotechnical investigation, provided with this application
identifies that the geotechnical engineer does not believe rock falls or landslides will impact the
site.

m) Sensitive Habitat and Migration Routes ~ The Washoe County Master Plan Conservation Element
Habitat and Migration Route Maps show that Coopers Hawk habitat may exist in the area of the
site (as it also appears to exist in all of Sun Valley, sparks and the northwest portion of Reno). No
Mule Deer, Bighorn, Black Bear, Pronghorn Antelope Sage Grouse or Wild Horse and Burro Herd
habitats are shown to exist in the area of the subject property, per the Washoe County
Conservation Element Habitat and Migration Route Maps.

n) Significant Views — the northeastern corner of the site provides the highest elevation on the
property. From that point, views across Sun Valley and views of Mt. Rose can be witnessed.

0) Easements — existing easements are shown on this Site Analysis Map.

p) Utilities — Utility connections are shown on the Utilities Map provided with the tentative map sheets.
Electric service is the only service identified in the requirements that is not shown on the Utilities
Map. It is expected to enter the site at the project entrance off E. Fourth Avenue and will run
underground through the proposed subdivision.

q) Appropriate Access Points — The best access to the site is served off E. Fourth Street, which is
identified to be a collector status street and connects to Sun Valley Boulevard (SR 443) through a
signalized intersection. Secondary or emergency access could be served off Pearl Drive on the
eastern side of the site or E. Gepford Parkway/Wall Canyon Drive could potentially provide a
secondary or emergency access point.

Tentative Map Findings

Article 821 of the Washoe County Development Code identifies findings that must be made in order to
approve a common open space tentative map application. Following is an identification of each finding and
the applicant's response as to how or why this finding is met with this request.

(a) Plan Consistency.

The requested regulatory zone amendment is consistent with the Washoe County Master Plan. The subject
property is contained within the Sun Valley Area Plan Suburban Character Management Area. The

HDS is specifically identified as allowed regulatory zone within the Suburban Character Management Area
of Sun Valley.

Per the Washoe County Master Plan, Land Use and Transportation Element, the HDS and MDS
designations are identified to be highly compatible. (see Table 3: Land Use Compatibility Matrix, p.55 of the
Washoe County Master Plan).

SUN.2.7 The Nevada Department of Transportation, Regional Transportation Commission and Washoe
County shall jointly seek funding to construct sidewalks or paved paths along both sides of Sun Valley
Boulevard and main streets such as: 4th, 5th, 6th and 7th Avenues when the safety of pedestrians and
children walking to and from schools requires such facilities.

A sidewalk is provided along the E. 4th Avenue project frontage. These improvements will be consistent
with and match up to the improvements that were constructed with the LDS Church located immediately
adjacent to the subject property at the northeast corner on E. 4th Avenue.

SUN.10.1 Whenever applicable, all development within the Sun Valley Suburban Character Management
Area and the Downtown Character Management Area will connect to a community water service.
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The Valle Vista Community will be served off community water. The project applicant and engineering firm
have been in conversation and study with SVGID since December of 2017 regarding the future connection
of water and sewer for the project.

SUN.12.1 Whenever applicable, all development within the Sun Valley Suburban Character Management
Area and the Downtown Character Management Area will connect to a community sewer service.

The Valle Vista Community will be served off community water. The project applicant and engineering firm
have been in conversation and study with SVGID since December of 2017 regarding the future connection

of water and sewer for the project.

Land Use and Transportation Element Policies

LUT.3.1 Require timely, orderly, and fiscally responsible growth that is directed to existing suburban
character management areas (SCMAs) within the Area Plans as well as to growth areas delineated within
the Truckee Meadows Service Area (TMSA).

The subject property is an infill site within the suburban character management area of Sun Valley. Access
Is served by a Washoe County identified collector street (E. 4" Avenue) and utilities are adjacent to and

available to the site.

LUT.3.3 Single family detached residential development shall be limited to a maximum of five (5) dwelling
units per acre.

The proposed Valle Vista Community is proposed for development at 4.9 dwelling units per acre for the
residential lots. This conforms with LUT 3.3.

The County will foster the development of vacant and underutilized parcels by
giving priority to applicants who are developing housing affordable to low- and moderate-income
households.

The Valle Vista Community is proposed to provide market affordable housing products and the site is
consistent with the criteria set forth in Program 3.5. Services and infrastructure already exist and the parcel
is a vacant, infill site.

Goal Seven: Promote Homeownership opportunities.

Policy 7.4: Promote home ownership as a community asset.

This policy is directly related to the reason that the applicant desired to pursue subdivision of the previously
approved Valle Vista Mobile Home Park. Given that affordable housing is very scarce within the region,
dividing the 75 mobile home spaces into 75 single family parcels helps address and promote
homeownership.

(b) Design or Improvement,

Finding b addresses consistency with master plan goals and policies, similar to finding a. As such, please
see the address to finding a as the responses are the same.

(c) Type of Development

The areas of the subject property identified for development are categorized to be within the area ‘most
suitable” for development per the Development Suitability Map within the Sun Valley Area Plan. This
categorization is additionally supported by the slope analysis map that was prepared with this project
tentative map application.

(d) Availability of Services.

Based on preliminary discussion and review with utility purveyors that would serve the Valle Vista
Community, utilities necessary to serve this in-fill site are generally adjacent to the site. available and
nearby. Water, sewer, electric and storm drainage are available to the site and have capacity to serve the
project.

Unless otherwise specified, all conditions related to the approval of this Special Use Permit
shall be met or financial assurance must be provided to satisfy the conditions of approval prior
to issuance of a grading or building permit. The agency responsible for determining compliance
with a specific condition shall determine whether the condition must be fully completed or
whether the applicant shall be offered the option of providing financial assurance. All
agreements, easements, or other documentation required by these conditions shall have a copy
filed with the County Engineer and the Department of Community Development.
